ISLAMABAD: At least 30
protesters have been ar-
rested as mobile networks
and intemet services remain
suspended in Islamabad and
Rawalpindi amid a planned
PTI rally at the capital’s D-
Chowk.

PTI founder Imran Khan
again called on his support-
ers to gather for a “peaceful
protest”™ as his party amped
up preparations for the rally
scheduled for today despite
a ban on gatherings. Another
one is also scheduled for La-
hore’s Minar-i-Pakistan on
Saturday.

The FTI has carried out
multiple rallies across the
country in recent weeks,
protesting against the “ille-
gal” imprisonment of its
founder and the Election
Commission of Pakistan's
delay in implementing the
reserved seats verdict, as
well as w “save the Consti-
tution”

Ahead of its rallies in Is-

lamabad and Lahore earlier
this month, the government
had issued a set of strict
guidelines, which the PTI
failed to follow fully, spark-
ing clashes between its
workers and the authorities.

The PTI today shared up-
dates of its caravans depart-
ing various cities, despite
being wamed by Interior
Minister Mohsin Nagvi a
day ago not to hold any rally
in Islamabad due to several
high-profile visits by for-
cign dignitaries

Indian External Affairs Minister
Jaishankar Set To Attend Pivotal
SCO Summlt In Pakistan

ISLAMABAD: Minister of
External Affairs of India S
Jaishankar will travel to
Pakistan 1o attend the
Shanghai Cooperation Or-
ganisation's Council of
Heads of  Government
(SCO-CHG) meeting,
scheduled for October 15
and 16

"The external affairs
minister will lead our dele-
gation to Pakistan to par-
ticipate in the SCO summit
which will be held in Is-
lamabad on 15 and 16 Oc-
tober,”  said  Randhir
Jaiswal, a ipnkeﬂpemon for
Indian foreign ministry, but
did not say if Jaishankar
would meet any Pakistani
leaders on the sidelines.

This will be the first
visit by an Indian foreign
minister to Pakistan in
nearly a decade.

Last year in May, the
then-foreign minister, Bi-
lawal Bhutto-Zardari vis-
ited India to attend the
two-day meeting of the
SCO Council of Foreign
Ministers.

Sirbaz Khan Etches His Name in History by
Conquering All 14 Eight-Thousanders

KARACHL: Pakistani moun-
tainger Sirbaz Khan has
made history by becoming
the first Pakistani to summit
all 14 of the world's 8,000-
metre peaks, a feat accom-
plished by only a few elite
climbers globally.

Khan's latest triumph
came on Friday when he
scaled Shishapangma, an
8.027-metre peak in Tibet
without O2, marking the
completion of his 14th
"eight-thousander." This re-
markable achievement places
him in the ranks of the
world's most accomplished
high-altitude mountainezrs.

Hailing from Hunza,
Khan began his 14-peaks
journey in 2017 when he suc-
cessfully summited Nanga
Parbat. a notoriously danger-
ous §,126-metre peak. This
marked the start of his jour-
ney to scale all of the world's
highest mountains. Over the

e
vears, he has conquered some
of the most challenging
peaks, including K2 in July

2018 and Lhotse in May
2019, where he became the
first Pakistani to summit the
8.516-metre peak.

In July 2019, Khan added
Broad Peak to his list of ac-
complishments, reaching its
8.051-metre summit without
the use of supplementary
oxygen, a feat that would be-
come a hallmark of his
climbs. Later that same year,
in September, he scaled Man-
aslu in Nepal. becoming only

the second Pakistani to reach
its  §.163-metre  summit.
Khan's determination was un-
wavering, and in April 2021,
he became the first Pakistani
to summit Annapuma, one of
the deadliest mountains in the
world. The following month,
he successfully summited
Mount Everest, the highest
peak on the planet, standing at
8,849 metres. In July 2021,
Khan led an all-Pakistani
team to the summit of Gasher-
brum 11, standing at 8,035 me-
tres, further cementing his
reputation as a leader in high-

altitucde mountaineering, Just
a few months later, in October
2021, he became the first Pak-
istani to summit Dhaulagiri,
an 8,167-metre peak. Khan
continued to break barriers in
2022, summiting Kangchen-
junga in May and Makalu
later that month, becoming
the first Pakistani to conquer
both of these formidable
mountains. In August of the
same year, he led another suc-
cessful expedition to Gasher-
brum 1, marking his 12th sum-
mit of an 8,000-metre peak. In
October 2023, Khan added
Cho Oyu to his list of con-
quests, becoming the first
Pakistani to summit the
8,188-metre peak. Finally,
with his successful ascent of
Shishapangma on Friday
{October 4), Khan completed
his mission, becoming the
first Pakistani to conquer all
14 of the world's highest
peaks.—Agency

U.S. Mobilizes Global Partners
To Combat Drug-Resistant
Typhoid Outbreak In Sindh

KARACHI: The United
States convened a key meet-
ing in Karachi from October
2-3 to coordinate efforts in
combating the spread of ex-
tensively drug-resistant
(XDR) typhoid i Sindh
Province. The
brought together public
health experts and stakehold-
ers o devise a strategic re-
sponse to this growing health
crisis

Participants analyzed the
impact of XDR typhoid in
Sindh, identifying the most
critical and effective actions
1o curb the outbreak. Among
the top priorities were en-
forcing antibiotic steward-
ship, restricting the sale of
antibiotics without prescrip-
tions, ensuring access 1o
clean drinking water, and
creating a provincial XDR
typhoid response plan o
guide future public health
policies.

A multidisciplinary tech-
nical working group was also
established during the meet-
ing 10 lead the province's fu-
ture efforts against typhoid
The group will reconvene in
early 2025 to finalize strare-
gies and implement the key

actions discussed.
Attendees included Dr.
Elizabeth Davlantes, Deputy
Branch Chief for the Water-
borne Disease Prevention
Branch at the US. Centers
for Disease Control and Pre-
vention (CDC), Dr. Muham-
mad Afzal from the CDC
Pakistan Country Office, and
representatives  from  the
Sindh Government's Health
Services, Aga Khan Univer-
sity. and the Pakistan Med-
ical Association. Observers
from the World Health Orga-
nization (WHO), UNICEF,
and other health organiza-
tions were also present
Since 2016, Pakistan has
been grappling with an out-
break of XDR rtyphoid,
which is resistant 1o most
available antibiotics. The
strain has severely im-

pacted  Sindh  Provinee,
where typhoid incidence
rates have soared. Experts
believe that contaminated
water and food are key con-
tributors 1o the spread of
the disease, with Pakistan
experiencing an estimated
176 cases of typhoid per
100,000 people.

The CDC’s involvement
in tackling XDR typhoid is
part of broader U.S. efforts
10 improve public health in
Pakistan. Other initiatives
include support for polio
and hepatitis control, pan-
demic preparedness, and
enhancing the country's
laboratory  management
systems

Russia Moves To Officially Delist Afghan Taliban
As Terror Group In Groundbreaking Decision

MOSCOW: Russia's Foreign
Ministry said on Friday that a
decision to remove the
Afighan Taliban from a list of
terrorist organisations had
been "taken at the highest
level", the state TASS news
agency reported.

The decision needs to be
followed up with various
legal procedures in order to
make it a reality, President
Vladimir Putin's special rep-
resentative on Afghanistan,
Zamir Kabulov, was quoted

as saying.

Putin said in July that
Russia considered
Afghanistan's Taliban move-

ment an ally in the fight dors

against terronsm.

Russia has been slowly
building ties with the Taliban
since It seized power in
Afghanistan in August 2021
as US-led forces withdrew
after 20 vears of war but the
movement is still officially
outlawed in Russia

No country has formally

recognised the Taliban-led
govemment as the country's
legitimate leadership, al-
though China and the UAE
have accepted its ambassa-

Russia added the Afghan
Taliban to its list of terrorist
organisations in 2003. Re-
moving it would be an im-
portant step by Moscow to-
wards normalising relations
with Afzhanistan

The Taliban's acting for-
cign minister Amir Kha
Muttaqi said in a speech in

Moscow that recent decisions
by Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzs-
tan to remove the former in-
surgents from a list of banned
groups was a welcome step.
e also appreciate the
positive remarks by the high-
ranking officials of the Russ-
ian Federation in this regard
and hope to see more effec-
tive steps soon,” he said
In separate comments on
Friday, Russian Foreign Min-
isl wei Ld\'IUV said
Moscow was convinced of
the need to maintain "prag-

matic dialogue” with the cur-
rent Afghan government.

"It is obvious that it is im-
possible to solve problems or
even discuss an Afghan set-
tlement  without Kabul,"
Lavrov said

"Moscow will continue its
course on developing politi-
cal, trade and economic ties
with Kabul," he added.
speaking at a meeting in
Moscow with Muttaqi and
representatives of neighbour-
ing countries.

While he did not mention
the Taliban by name, he
praised the current Afghan
leadership for its efforts to
curb drug production and
fight Daesh which is out-
lawed in Russia

Muttaqi said that coun-
tries in the region should co-
operate against the Daesh,
which he said had established
training  centres  outside
Afghanistan.

Lavrov said the United
States should return confis-

cated assers to Afghanistan
and the West should ac-
knowledge responsibility for
the post-conflict reconstruc-
tion of the country.

The Russian foreign min-
ister also called for an in-
crease in humanitarian aid to
Afghanistan, and said Russia
would keep sending it food
and essential goods.

Russia has a troubled his-
tary in Afghanistan, where
the Soviet army invaded in
1979 to support a pro-
Moscow government but
withdrew 10 years later after
sustaining heavy casualties at
the hands of mujahideen
fighters.

Russia and its post-So-
viet neighbours have suf-
fered recurrent attacks from
militant groups linked to
Afghanistan — most re-
cently in March, when 145
people were killed in an at-
tack claimed by Daesh at a
concert hall near

The ruling was delivered
by Judge Tahir Abbas Supra
during a court hearing on Fri-
day.
