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Justice Mandokhail: No Law
Can Stop SC, High Courts From
Hearing Cases

ISLAMABAD: Amid the on-
going debate in the Supreme
Court's Constitutional Bench
over the 26th Amendment,
Justice Jamal Khan Man-
dokhail on Wednesday said
that the apex court and high
courts cannot be barred from
hearing cases even if their
powers are curtailed

"If the powers of the en-
tire Supreme Court are taken
away by an amendment, who
will hear the case? [....] the
same court would hear the
case, right? Justice Man-
dokhail remarked.
